 Arkansas’ standard bench seat price will remain $45 which ranks 
among the lower half of ticket prices in the Southeastern Conference. In 
addition to keeping bench and premium seats in Donald W. Reynolds Ra-
zorback Stadium at the same price for the upcoming season, Arkansas also 
announced that concession prices would be held at the same level as last 
season.
