Pilar Victoria earned SEC Player of the Week honors (Sept.
28) after averaging 5.56 kills per set, 3.11 digs per set
and 6.11 points per set in road wins over LSU and Texas
A&M. For the second time this year, Adrien Wohlschlaeger
was named SEC Setter of the Week with 12.67 assists per
set behind a career-high 65 assists against LSU.
