At 9-O, Knight has the fifth-lowest
ERA (2.87) in the league.

RAZORBACK PRIME NINE

> Arkansas makes its 23rd appearance at the SEC Tournament this week in Hoover, Alabama and holds
its second-straight top-four seed in the field.

»> The Razorbacks won a share of the SEC Western Division title this year by finishing with an 18-12
conference record. It's Arkansas' first division title since 2011 and fourth under Dave Van Horn.

» Seven different Razorbacks were named to the various All-SEC teams this week, led by freshman
rI-]I.e?ton Kjerstad, who was named the SEC Freshman of the Year, the first such recipient in school
istory.

> Infielder Carson Shaddy was named to the All-SEC First Team, while Eric Cole, Blaine Knight, Case
Martin, and Heston Kjerstad were named to the Second Team. Grant Koch and Dominic Fletcher made
up the SEC All-Defensive Team.

»> Jake Reindl has still yet to give up an extra-base hit in SEC play, making 11 appearances and 21.2
innings pitched. In his last 1.0 innings pitched, he has only allowed one earned run.

» Kjerstad is the third Razorback in school history to win a major conference award (Andrew Beninten-
di - 2015; Nick Schmidt - 2006).

» K{erstad is the only player in the SEC with a batting average of .345 or higher and a slugging per-
centage of .575 or higher.

> Carson Shaddy has a hit in seven-straight games since returning from a hand injury on May 6. Since
then, he is hitting .346 with eight RBIs, three doubles, nine hits, and five runs scored.

> Right-hander Blaine Knight finished the re?ular season with a perfect 9-0 record and a 2.88 ERA over

81.1innings pitched and 14 starts. He's the only pitcher in the SEC with an undefeated record and an
ERA under 3.00.

KJERSTAD NAMED SEC FRESHMAN OF YEAR; SEVEN NAMED ALL-SEC
Arkansas outfielder Heston Kjerstad was named the SEC's Freshman of the Year
earlier this week, leading six other Razorbacks that were named to the All-SEC,
All-Frehman and All-Defense Teams. Kjerstad was awarded the conference's high-
est honor for a freshman and is the first player to be named the SEC Freshman
of the Year in school history. The seven All-SEC players for the 2018 season is the
most in one year in the Dave Van Horn era.

HOW SWEEP IT IS

With its 6-3 win over Texas A&M, Arkansas secured its fourth conference series
sweep of the year. This season marked the first time since 1999 that the Razor-
backs swept four or more conference series in the same year. All four sweeps
occurred inside Baum Stadium and Arkansas did not lose a single series, including
non-conference, at home. In those four sweeps, Arkansas averaged over eight
runs per game and hit 22 homers.

HOW THE WEST WAS WON

Arkansas claimed its fifth division title in school history over the weekend earning
a share of SEC Western Division title for the first time since 2011. Four of Arkansas’
five SEC Western Division crowns have come under current head coach Dave Van
Horn (2004, 2007, 2011). The first SEC division title came in 1999 under longtime
head coach Norm DeBriyn, a year the Hogs also won the overall title.

Two weeks ago
at LSU, Cole went 3-for-4 with two home runs, both solo shots in game one. He's
the seventh Razorback to record a multi-home run game this year and his 12 long
balls leads the team.

A GOOD MONTH GONE BY

April was a good month for the Razorbacks. The Hogs went 13-4 and hit a com-
bined .306, while scoring 100 runs (5.9/game). Dominic Fletcher capped off his hot
month with a go-ahead home run against Alabama in game three, his second of
the month and sixth of the year, to help the Hogs finish another conference series
sweep. Fletcher is currently hitting .325 in conference games, good for fourth on
the team and hit an astounding .448 in April.

LOSEKE GARNERS NATIONAL PITCHER OF THE WEEK

After an 8.1 scoreless inning showing across three separate appearances out of
the bullpen, junior Barrett Loseke was named the SEC and NCBWA National Pitcher
of the week two weeks ago, the first for an Arkansas player since 2015. Over that
week, Loseke gave up only two hits and walked four, while striking out 17 batters,
corralling two saves and a win. 10 of his 17 strikeouts came against No. 4 Texas
Tech, a feat he accomplished in just 4.2 perfect innings. It was the fifth time this
year an Arkansas player has won a weekly award. Loseke currently has only given
up two earned runs in his last eight appearances (19.0 innings) and struck out 24
batters.

Outfielder Heston Kjerstad was named the SEC Freshman of the Year becoming only the third player in school history to win a major conference award and first to win the fresh-
man of the year award. Kjerstad currently ranks among the top 12 freshmen in the nation in batting average (.348), runs scored (49), total bases (119), slugging (.575), hits (72),
RBIs (46), and home runs (11).



MORE RAZORBACK NOTES

KJERSTAD WALKS OFF AUBURN FOR SECOND SEC SERIES SWEEP

Arkansas completed its second sweep of the conference season when it defeated
No. 13 Auburn in walk-off fashion on a game-winning RBI single from Heston
Kjerstad. Kjerstad had struck out three times earlier in the game and only had one
hit prior for the whole weekend. It's the third walk-off win for the Razorbacks this
year and second of that week.

ARKANSAS CONSISTENTLY PLAYS CLOSE GAMES

Arkansas has played in 17 one-run games this year and come away winners in
eight of those games. In two-run games, the Razorbacks are 7-5 this year and
eight of their last 10 games have been decided by two runs or less. In their five
conference losses, the Hogs have played in seven one-run games and six two-run
games. All but one of those games has been decided by more than three runs (17-2
loss at Florida - March 24)

REINDL FINDS HIS GROOVE

Junior Jake Reindl earned the win after handcuffing Auburn for seven innings out
of the bullpen and striking out a career-high nine batters. Reindl gave up an RBI
single to the second batter he faced in the third inning and went on to retire the
final 18 batters he faced in what was the longest outing by an Arkansas reliever
this year. Reindl had a 5.62 ERA in nine appearances before that game, but lowered
his ERA a full run to 4.30 after helping Arkansas to its second SEC series sweep

of 2018. Since that Auburn game, Reindl has only allowed two runs and struck

out 17. His 2.92 ERA is second-lowest among Arkansas relievers with 10 or more
appearances.

IT'S BLAINE KNIGHT AND EVERYONE ELSE

Junior Blaine Knight has clearly shown why he is the ace of the Arkansas pitching
staff this year. Knight is currently second for all Razorback hurlers with a 2.88 ERA
over 14 starts, good for fifth-lowest in the SEC. He had a sub-1.00 ERA through his
first four starts and has struck out four or more batters in 13 of his 14 appear-
ances. Against Florida, Knight outdueled Brady Singer, going 6.2 innings and
holding the Gator offense to just three runs with 10 strikeouts. It was Knight's first
10-strikeout performance of the season and he was just the second pitcher to
notch 10 K's on the defending national champions this year. In his 10 conference
starts, Knight has earned wins while pitching opposite preseason All-Americans
Sean Hjelle, Brady Singer, Ryan Rolison, and Casey Mize and is the only pitcher in
the SEC with an undefeated record and an ERA under 3.00.

THE SILENT ASSASSIN WITH THE SILENT J

Freshman Heston Kjerstad has shown no growing pains in his first season at the
collegiate level. Kjerstad currently has the sixth-highest batting average in the
SEC (.348), highest among freshmen, and is in the top 10 in slugging and on-base
cateqories. Earlier this year, he had a 14-game hitting streak snapped against Au-
burn, but came through with the game-winning single in the bottom of the ninth
aqgainst the Tigers, one of only two hits he had in the series. The 14-game hitting
streak is still the longest on the team.

With his .348 average, Kjerstad is well within striking distance of the Arkansas
freshman record for batting average in a season set by Jeff King (.383) in 1984.

TAPE MEASURE SHOT

In game two of the midweek series with ULM, Heston Kjerstad hit Arkansas' longest
home run of the year when he deposited a second inning moonshot over the Baum
Stadium scoreboard in right field. The homer was measured at 430 feet and had an
exit speed of 113 mph. Kjerstad is currently second on the team with 11 home runs
and is 12th in the league, second best among freshmen.

NO PLACE LIKE HOME

The Razorbacks have been stellar at home this season, building up a 30-3 record
in series wins over Bucknell, Dayton, USC, Kent State, Texas, No. 4 Kentucky, No. 13
Auburn, South Carolina, Texas Tech, Alabama, and Texas A&M. As a team, Arkansas
is hitting .331, while the pitching staff has garnered a 2.67 ERA in games played

at Baum Stadium. The starting pitchers have picked up 18 of the victories, while
the staff as a whole is holding batters to a .218 average. At the plate, the Hogs
have smashed 51 of its season’s 76 homers at Baum Stadium and are slugging a
combined .535.

CALL IN THE BAUM SQUAD

In 2017, Arkansas crushed an SEC-best 83 home runs. It was the most home runs
by a Razorback team since 2010. The Hogs have picked up where they left off
with 78 home runs after 54 games, eight more than they had after 54 games last
year. Eric Cole leads all Hogs with 12 long balls on the year. Arkansas has had 12
different players hit at least one home run this year, which ties for the fourth-
most in the nation.

136 of Arkansas' 378 runs in 2018 have come from the home run ball, making 36
percent of the team's total run production.

DANGEROUS WITH TWO OUTS

The Razorbacks have made a habit of the two-out rally this year. Over 54 games,
the Hogs have hit .278 as a team with two outs and have driven in 136 of their
runs with two away. Carson Shaddy leads all Razorbacks with a .408 average
(20-for-49) with two outs. Right behind him is Heston Kjerstad (.386) and Casey
Martin (.367).

RACK 'EM UP

The Razorback defense has turned 51 twin killings this year, good for second in
the SEC and tied for 19th in the nation. The four double plays turned against Ole
Miss was one less than the school record for double plays turned in a single game.

Freshmen Heston Kjerstad and Casey Martin are, arguably, the best freshman hitting
duo in the SEC. Both have the top two batting averages among freshmen in the league
(Kjerstad -.348; Martin - .344) and make Arkansas the only team in the SEC with two
freshmen with 10 or more homers.

RAZORBACKS BLAST LONGHORNS AND WILDCATS

The Razorbacks blew past the competition during opening week of conference
play, sweeping a midweek series against old Southwest Conference rival Texas and
then sweeping No. 4 Kentucky to open SEC play. The sweep over the Wildcats was
Arkansas' first over a Kentucky team since 2004. Arkansas brought the offensive
firepower all week to hit .398 as a team, while scoring 59 runs over the five-game
stretch, 39 in the series against Kentucky. The 39 runs scored against the Wildcats
ended up being the most runs scored by an Arkansas team in an SEC series since
1997. The Hogs also clubbed 15 homers over the five games, 13 against Kentucky.

BIGGERS AND MARTIN TAKE HOME WEEKLY AWARDS

Following the offensive explosion against Texas and Kentucky, junior Jax Biggers
was named the SEC's Player of the Week, while freshman Casey Martin took the
league's Freshman of the Week honors. Biggers had a breakout week, hitting .588
with two doubles, two home runs, and seven RBIs out of the leadoff spot in five
games against Texas and No. 4 Kentucky. In the Kentucky series alone, Biggers
totaled three multi-hit games, including one three-hit game and one four hit
performance. Martin continued his stellar start to his freshman campaign, hitting
.350 last week with three home runs and seven RBIs combined against Texas and
Kentucky.

BONFIELD AND SHADDY REACH 150 STARTS IN CAREERS - Luke Bonfield and
Carson Shaddy both reached the 150-start plateau recently. For Bonfield, he made
his milestone start at DH in game two against Florida (March 24), while Shaddy
earned his at Memphis (March 27). They both are the first Razorbacks to reach
that mark since Michael Bernal finished his career with 167 starts after the 2016
season. Danny Hamblin still holds the record for 245 starts in his career. Currently,
Bonfield sits at 172 starts, while Shaddy is at 169 for his career.

DVH WINS 600 GAMES AS RAZORBACK HEAD COACH

By defeating San Diego State, 5-2,, head coach Dave Van Horn claimed his 600th
win as the Razorback skipper. Van Horn is now one of only three head coaches in
the SEC with 600 or more wins at their current school. Earlier this year against
ULM, Van Horn won his 1,200th game as a head coach combined over his years in
junior college, Division Il, and Division .

MURPHY AND KJERSTAD WILL HOGS PAST WILDCATS

Playing a neutral site game as part of a warmup to the Tony Gwynn Legacy
Tournament, Arkansas was able to gut out a 1-0 victory over Pac-12 power Arizona.
Junior pitcher Kacey Murphy showed no drop off from his strong 2017 postseason
by throwing six scoreless innings and totaling six strikeouts on 73 pitches. At the
plate, freshman Heston Kjerstad continued to show he belongs by hitting the solo
home run that provided the victory.

KNIGHT MAKES THIRD-STRAIGHT OPENING WEEKEND START

For the third-straight season, Bryant, Arkansas native Blaine Knight was part of
Arkansas' starting rotation for the first series of the year. Knight held Bucknell
hitless over five innings in a 14-2 victory. Combined in his three opening weekend
starts, Knight has struck out 12 batters in 14 innings, while allowing just two runs
and walking two batters.

HOGS PLATE 49 RUNS ON BUCKNELL

Arkansas cruised to a sweep over Bucknell on opening weekend. While the

the three wins were impressive enough, it was the amount of runs that was
astounding. 49 Razorback runs crossed the plate combined over the three games
including 32 in Saturday's game two. The 49 runs is the most in the first three
games of of a season since 1997. The sweep is the team's fifth-straight to open a
season dating back to 2014, while the 32 runs in game two was just one less than
the school record for runs scored in a single-game (1984).

WELCOME BACK GUYS!

Multiple Razorbacks who were injured for all of 2017 made their returns last week
including: pitchers Isaiah Campbell (bone spurs), Keaton McKinney (elbow), Cody
Scroggins (elbow), and infielder Hunter Wilson (leg). Campbell and McKinney were
both part of the starting rotation, combining for six innings and nine strikeouts.
Campbell was able to earn the game two win, while McKinney was making his first
competitive appearance since the 2016 season.

Van Horn became the third coach in the SEC to win his 600th game at his current
school. Earlier this year, Van Horn also won his 1,200th game as a head coach com-
bined over his years in junior college, Division Il, and Division I.

SHADDY GOES ALL OUT TO EARN SEC PLAYER OF THE WEEK

Carson Shaddy was the Razorbacks' most efficient hitter during the season's first
weekend as he totaled an SEC-leading nine RBIs in 12 plate appearances. He was
only 4-for-7 (.571) at the plate, but drew four walks to build up a .750 on-base per-
centage, which is third best in the league. On Opening Day, Shaddy started 2018 off
with a bang, clubbing four RBIs as part of a 1-for-2 day with a home run. The four
RBIs were the most for a Razorback on Opening Day since Blake Parker drove in
four in 2005 against Dallas Baptist. He finished the weekend with a .571/.750/1.571
slash line.

EARLY RECOGNITION FOR BLAINE KNIGHT

Razorback junior right-hander Blaine Knight was named a Louisville Slugger
Preseason Third Team All-American by Collegiate Baseball Magazine back in
December. Knight was one of Arkansas' top arms in 2017, making 16 starts and
compiling a 3.28 ERA in 90.2 innings pitched, the second-lowest ERA among Arkan-
sas starting pitchers. His eight wins were good for tops on the team and were the
most by an Arkansas pitcher since Chris Oliver had eight in 2014.

KOCH NAMED PRESEASON ALL-AMERICAN

Razorback junior catcher Grant Koch was named a Preseason Third Team All-Amer-
ican by D1Baseball.com in January. The Hog backstop was a constant in the lineup
last year as he started in nearly every game (63 games), and hit .264 with a
career-best 13 home runs and 42 RBIs. His home run total was the seventh most

in the conference, most among catchers, and most by a Razorback catcher in the
Dave Van Horn era.

HIGH MARKS IN PRESEASON SEC POLL

The Razorbacks were picked by the league's head coaches to win the Western
Division and finish second overall. In the 27th annual preseason SEC poll, the Hogs
picked up 12 of the 14 votes to win the division and one vote to take the league
overall.

FOUR HOGS EARN PRESEASON ALL-SEC MARKS

Arkansas was one of two schools (Florida) to have four or more players earn a
spot on either Preseason All-SEC team. Catcher Grant Koch led all Razorbacks as
the lone first-team player, followed by Blaine Knight, Jax Biggers, and Dominic
Fletcher, who make up the second team.

After 15 years as head coach of the Razorback Baseball
program, Dave Van Horn has continued to elevate Arkansas
into one of the nation’s premier teams year in and year out.
Over his 15 seasons as head Hog, Van Horn has led Arkansas to
four College World Series appearances, 14 NCAA Tournament
berths, one Southeastern Conference overall title, three SEC
Western Division championships and a total of 595 wins,
averaging nearly 40 wins a season.

Ever since returning to his alma mater in 2003 to take over
for retiring SEC legend Norm DeBriyn, Van Horn has continued
to successfully field nationally competitive teams, while also
grooming numerous All-Americans, all-conference and future
Major League players.

Under his guidance, 20 Razorbacks have been named All-
Americans, 26 as All-SEC players, and 90 have been picked in
the MLB Draft. Those draft picks are the third-most among all
active head coaches in the SEC.

Van Horn is the second-winningest coach in Arkansas history
with 595 wins entering the 2018 season. With five more
victories, he will become just the second active SEC head
coach with 600 or more victories at their current school.

Including his years at Nebraska, Northwestern State and
Central Missouri State, Van Horn has racked up 966 wins at
four-year institutions, which is 18th-most among all active
coaches. With 34 more victories, he will become one of 12
active coaches with 1,000 or more wins at four-year schools.
