THE PATH TO A MILESTONE

— Malica Monk became the 28th player in pro-
gram history to score 1,000 career-points. She
reached the milestone with a layup in the second
quarter in the win over Nebraska.

— Monk scored 110, 247 and 494 points, respec-
tively, in each of her first three seasons.

— Monk has 169 points as a senior through 13
games - more points than she had in a complete
season as a freshman.

— Monk has 14 made 3-point baskets this sea-
son. That is more than she had as a freshman (2)
or a sophomore (7) in complete seasons.

— Monk has started 76 of 98 games including 71
in a row (She has missed some games with injury
so the number is not consecutive).

— She has scored in double figures in 52 games,
had 11 games with 20+ points and led the team in
scoring in 14 games.

— Monk averages 10.4 ppg for her career and if
she plays in 17 more games (every regular season
game and one contest in the SEC Tournament),
she will add 177 more points to her total for 1,197
